To provide the platform for an exciting new community that adds to the existing attractions of Yanchep and Two Rocks our conditions of sale are structured to achieve this outcome and at the same time create an environment to enhance the value and amenity.
The conditions of sale will include the following key elements:

· Construction of the home to wall plate height is to occur within 30 months of settlement. If this condition is not met the lot can be repurchased by the Seller for the original amount paid less all costs.
· Buyers cannot on-sell the vacant lot prior to construction of a residence without written permission from the developer, and the Seller has first option to repurchase the lot for the original amount paid less all costs.

· House plans will need to meet “Design Guidelines” regarding architectural style to establish a coastal character and identity for the development, including reference to wall finishes, colours and materials, eave heights and garage setbacks. Zinculume or colorbond roofs are mandatory in Lindsay Beach. Harford Grove and Zamia Rise have a tile selection. (see design guidelines)
· Lots with rear lane access (traditional or cottage) will have Capricorn Development Plans required by the Seller and the City of Wanneroo, specifying front, side and rear setbacks including, garage location.

· House plans must be submitted to the Seller for approval prior to being lodged with the City of Wanneroo.

·  “Special Site”, If the lot is nominated as a Special site verandahs must be constructed and be at least 50% of the width of lot and 2.4 metres deep. 
· Dune lots will have development envelopes within the lot to maintain the natural land.
· No commercial vehicles (trucks) to be parked or vehicle repairs to be carried out on the property unless screened from public view.

· No commercial businesses to be carried out on the property without written approval from the Seller.
· TV aerials on the roof are prohibited as fibre optic cabling to the home will be provided by the Seller. Satellite dishes require written permission from the Seller.

· Lots are sold inclusive of GST as calculated under the margin scheme.
· Lots come complete and include Boundary Fencing, Front Landscaping and a Telstra Smart Community Technology Package worth over $10,000.
